Triangle Family Services announces the resignation of George O’Neal, President and CEO, 
Friday, September 7, 2007.

Raleigh, NC – George O’Neal, President and CEO of Triangle Family Services, announced his resignation effective Friday, September 7, in order to explore new professional opportunities.  During the past twenty years, Mr. O’Neal’s leadership of Triangle Family Services has helped to set the stage for its continued growth and service to the Triangle community.

During Mr. O’Neal’s tenure with the agency, Triangle Family Services has achieved many accomplishments in serving the children and families in our community, and now serves approximately 5,000 individuals each year.

The agency increased its delivery of high-quality mental health and consumer credit counseling programs, adding new services such as children’s mental health, psychiatry, and the Hope for Children collaborative effort with Interact and SAFEchild.
Triangle Family Services also expanded its services in the area of family violence by adding the Domestic Offenders Sentenced to Education (DOSE) program and the Time Together Supervised Visitation and Exchange program.  Since its inception in 1987, DOSE has successfully rehabilitated more than 7,000 domestic abusers.  And Time Together gives parents and children a secure location for visiting and exchange, where children are no longer caught in the middle of parental arguments.

During the past twenty years, Triangle Family Services’ budget has grown from approximately $375,000 annually to more than $2.6 Million.  It has diversified its funding base during this same period from initially being 75% funded by the United Way to currently receiving only 20% of its funds from the United Way.

And, the agency has responded to the growing Hispanic population by adding bilingual staff and offering its services in Spanish.  Triangle Family Services is poised to continue growing and meeting the needs of Triangle area residents.
